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This tournament is certified under USBC and all USBC rules apply. This tournament is a qualifying
event for the Junior Gold Championship Tournament and all Junior Gold rules apply. Any disputes
or protests other than scoring or general playing rules must be made in writing to the Tournament
Manager within 72 hours of completion of tournament.

The Divisions will be as follows:

U12 — 8/1/2002 to present

U15 — 8/1/1999 to 8/1/2002

U20 — 8/1/1994 to 8/1/1999

A U12 or U15 bowler may ‘play up’ if requested in writing prior to tournament start, the U20 or U15
entry fee will apply. All other youth bowlers will be assigned to their respective divisions.

Bowlers MUST be members of USBC Junior Gold. Membership may be purchase prior to start of
competition.

There must be at least 5 boys / girls to form a division. U20 or U15 divisions may combine to 1
division if less than 5 bowlers are present in a division.

This is a 4 game scratch tournament. Bowlers will be ranked based on their 4 game series. The
bowlers will move up to 4 pairs to their right after each game.

The tournament will use a 1:5 advancement ratio.

This tournament is NOT a premier event.

In the event of a tie for an award, a 10" frame roll off will determine the winner.

. ALL monies collected into the prize funds will be returned to bowlers in the form of an entry or

scholarship based on scratch series.

. Prize Fund break down for each entry:

Linage: $14.% for all divisions.

U20 divisions: $40.% into Junior Gold entry fund and $10.% into scholarship fund.

U15 divisions: $30.% into Junior Gold entry fund and $8.% into scholarship fund.

U12 divisions: $20.% into Junior Gold entry fund and $5.% into scholarship fund.

Each division will have own prize fund, no comingling of funds between divisions.

U20 Divisions: The high scratch series bowler(s) will advance to the Junior Gold Championship
Tournament. In the event that an advancing bowler already has an entry into Junior Gold
Championship Tournament, the bowler will receive minimum of $50.% as a scholarship. The entry
will be awarded to the next eligible bowler.

U15 Divisions: The high scratch series bowler(s) will advance to the Junior Gold Championship
Tournament. In the event that an advancing bowler already has an entry into Junior Gold
Championship Tournament, the bowler will receive minimum of $40.% as a scholarship. The entry
will be awarded to the next eligible bowler.

U12 Divisions: The high scratch series bowler(s) will advance to the Junior Gold Championship
Tournament. In the event that an advancing bowler already has an entry into Junior Gold
Championship Tournament, the bowler will receive minimum of $25.% as a scholarship. The entry
will be awarded to the next eligible bowler.

Scholarship prize funds will go to non advancing bowler(s) in their respective divisions.

Proper attire must be worn. Shorts/skirts length must be to the knees. No sleeveless shirts / blouses
of any kind. And ALL shirts/blouses must cover mid drift. Decisions on attire will be made by
tournament officials.

NO electronics will be allowed in the pit area.
